To advise and provide an assessment of a building or external area for the safe use by visually impaired people. To carry out formal building audits for suitability for visually impaired people and to produce comprehensive written reports

5. Offer advice and support to other professionals

6.  Keep up to date with the development of new aids and equipment
7.  Provide information and training to family and carers where appropriate, including sighted guiding techniques

8. Work with service users across the sensory loss spectrum
9. To write reports where appropriate and maintain service user records
