Our school serves the Partick / Thornwood area in the west end of Glasgow .   Most of our  young people transfer at the end of Primary 7 to Hyndland Secondary School.    Our school roll is currently  183   in the primary school and  up to 60   children in the nursery  class ( 3 0 morning places and  3 0 afternoon places).    The pupils are allocated to  7   classes .   The school has a nurture class with a teacher and a  support for learning worker allocated.   In the nursery class we ha ve   a child development team leader ,  4   FTE child development  officers   and a support for learning work er.       The Staff     This session the staffing entitlement  i n the school i s  11.9FTE .  This   is made up of  15   teachers  some of whom are  part time ,  the nurture teacher, a Principal Teacher, a  Depute  Head Teacher   and a Headteacher.  The school has used Pupil Equity  Funding (PEF) and  additionality to fund an additional teacher to support raising attainment. The school has a  high proportion of children with English as an Additional Language (EAL) and has a  0.6FTE EAL teacher. There is a 0.3FTE Challenge Leader of Learn ing who  leads  improvements in key curricular areas. The   school has   also  have benefited from having  a   probationer teacher which has  provided   some additional staffing.    The non - teaching staff consists of two clerical assistants and  6   Pupil Support Assistants   one of whom is allocated to the nurture class and one is funded by PEF .   There is also a  Janitor, Catering and Cleaning staff.     Partnership     There is a very supportive P arent   Council who help organise activities throughout the year.  There are a number of o pportunities for parents to assist and become involved in the  learning and education of their children. Partnership between the home and the school is  regarded as an important part of the education of our children.   Links with the Local nurseries, primaries   and Hyndland Secondary School, particularly  within Hyndland  L earning  C ommunity, are very good.   Learning in and out of school is a key element of our programmes of study.  Pupils   participate in sporting activities, events and competitions, often with succes s!
